AN ORDINANCE relating to water services of Seattle Public Utilities; revising water rates

and charges and terms and conditions for service, authorizing interest on delinquent

water charges, and amending Seattle Municipal Code Chapter 21.04 in connection

therewith; and amending Seattle Municipal Code Section 21.76.040 to revise credits

to low-income water customers.

WHEREAS, current water rates became effective January 1, 1998 and were intended to

remain in effect until January 1, 1999; and

WHEREAS, capital requirements have increased in recent years in response to

rehabilitation and repair needs, regulatory requirements, and environmental concerns;

and

WHEREAS, Resolution 28553, adopted July 6, 1992, established general ratemaking

policies for water rates; and

WHEREAS, flic water rates authorized by this ordinance are consistent with policies set

forth in Resolution 28553; and

WHEREAS, credits for qualified low-income customers need to be revised when the water

rates change; and

VVHEREAS, The City desires to authorize by ordinance the interest rate for delinquent water

service payments; NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF SEATTLE AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. As of January 1, 1999, Seattle Municipal Code Section 21.04.430, Ordinance

112686, as last amended by Ordinance 118396, is amended as follows:

SMC 21.04.430 Rates inside City.

All water used inside the City for domestic and commercial purposes shall be supplied by

meter only at the following rates and charges. Seasonal rates shall be prorated.

E. Wholesale Customers -- Demand Charge. In addition to the foregoing, each municipal

water district, other municipality, and nonprofit water association being served prior to

January 1, 1970, shall be subject to a demand charge based on effective deficient water

storage, as determined by the peak instantaneous flow rate, and the equivalent financing

costs to provide storage. The proceeds from this demand charge, together with any interest

earnings thereon, shall be deposited in the Water Fund. The amount of the proceeds shall be

recorded in a separate account and shall be recognized in cost allocation studies as a credit to

the total revenue to be recovered from wholesale customers through any wholesale rates on

consumption in excess of base period amounts. Such demand charge and method of

application thereof shall be as follows:

1. The policy of the Seattle Public Utilities is to supply water to wholesale water purveyor

customers (municipal water districts, other municipalities, and -nonprofit water associations)

at the twenty-four (24) hour average flow rate. Water purveyors are expected to provide or

pay for storage for peaking rates above such average flow rate.

2. A demand charge will be applicable to water purveyors who are found to have deficient

storage as determined in th e following paragraphs.

3. The water services (master meters) to purveyors will be monitored by the Seattle Public

Utilities to determine applicability of the demand charge. Demand metering equipment will

be installed on master meters to purveyors at Seattle Public Utilities expense.

4. Water services to a purveyor on a uniforin segment of supply line may be considered as

one (1) water service in calculating storage deficiency.

5. A "day" for purposes of this schedule commences at nine a.m. (9:00 a.m.) and ends at

nine a.m. (9:00 a.m.) the following calendar day.

6. The demand factor for each water service is determined by dividing the fifteen (15)

minute peak flow rate by the twenty-four (24) hour average flow rate of the same day.

7. The ten (10) maximum flow days for each water service will be used to determine the

average demand factor from which storage deficiency will be calculated. The average

demand factor is the average of the demand factors of the ten (10) maximum flow days for

each water service.
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8. A demand charge for each water service shall be applied only when the average demand

factor exceeds 1.3.

9. The deficient storage volume of each water service for demand charge calculation rate

shall be S = 0.22(F-I)Q: where S = storage deficiency in gallons, F = average demand factor

and Q =
average daily quantity of water in gallons used in the ten (10) maximum flow days

for each water service.

10. As of ((jai+aafy 1, !#W)) Januga 1, 1999, the demand charge shall be calculated by

applying a storage deficiency rate of ((T-wei4y eiie Dellafs a*d Teii GefAs (Q-1. 10))) Twent

two Dollars ($22.00 al urveyorI per month per thousand gallons of deficient storage. The tot p

demand charge shall be the sum of the demand charges for each water service.

11. The demand charge will be calculated in the fall of each year based upon evaluation of

the summermonths (June, July and August) water delivery flow rates and upon the storage

deficiency rate in effect at the time that those flows occurred. The monthly storage

deficiency demand char ge billing shall commence in January at which time a new charge, if

any, shall be applied.

12. Peak flow rates through master meters will be monitored during the summer months;

however, if peak flow rates create adverse hydraulic conditions, demand metering may be

applied year-round, after reasonable notice to purveyor customers.

13. Purveyors may use other sources of supply approved by the Superintendent of Seattle

Public Utilities such as interconnection with other purveyor's systems or wells for summer

water supply peaking purposes.

14. If purveyors formulate approved cooperative operating agreements, their services on

uniform segments of supply line may be considered as one (1) service in determining

demand charge.

15. Peak flows caused by major accidents in a purveyor's water system will be excluded in

determining the demand charge. Peak flows caused by other unusual situations may also be

excluded at the discretion of the Superintendent of Seattle Public Utilities. Documentation of

such incidents shall be provided by purveyors to the Superintendent of Seattle Public

Utilities within thirty (30) days after an accident.

16. Artificially created daily flow rates which differ substantially from customer's daily

consumption may be disallowed in calculating the demand charge.

18
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17. Approved electrical sensing circuits (e.g., for telemetering) from City master meters

may be made available to purveyors on a reimbursable-cost basis. Such circuits shall be

installed and maintained by the City; there will be no need for purveyors' representatives to

enter City chambers.

18. The demand charge for a certain master meter(s) may be excused if lower pressure water

(or gravity flow water) replaces City-pumped water (or higher flow water), provided that the

peak flow rate through this service does not exceed the demand rate threshold which would

occur without the replacement of water service flow.

19. In case of malfimction of metering equipment, the Seattle Public Utilities shall estimate

the charge, if any, from best available data.

Section 3. As of January 1, 1999, Subsection A. 3. of Seattle Municipal Code Section

21.76.040, Ordinance 104472 as last amended by Ordinance 118 803, is amended as follows:

A. Drainage, Wastewater, and Water. Persons qualified by the ( Depaftffieftt ef Heusii+g

HtHiiaii SerAees)) Human Services Doartment as eligible recipients of low income utility

credits provided for in Section 21.76.010 (eligible recipients) shall be granted low income

billing credits in the following amounts:

developed and adopted pursuant to the provisions of the Administrative Code (Seattle

Municipal Code Chapter 3.02, Ordinance 102228, as amended).

Section 5. Seattle Municipal Code Section 21.04.470, Ordinance 65877, as last amended by

Ordinance 118396, is amended to add Subsection D as follows:

SNIC 21.04.470 Bills for water used -- Delinquency.

D. Interest at the rate of twelve 12er cent (12%) per year, computed monthly, shall be added

to water service charges iWosed under Section 21.04.430 and 21.04.440 of the Seattle

Municipal Code, or Lny part of such charges, for which p1j=ent becomes delinquent.

Interest shall be iMposed on all such charges that remain opaid thirty Q 0) d saftertheir

bill date and shall continue until such charges are paid.

Section 6. Any act consistent with authority and prior to the effective date of this ordinance

is hereby ratified and confirmed.

Subject: Proposed Water Rates Ordinance

Honorable Members:

Attached for your action is a proposed ordinance that authorizes new water rates for

1999 and 2000, revises credits for qualified low-income customers, and clarifies interest

charges on delinquent water accounts.

Background
Water rates have increased every year since 1993 with an average annual increase

during this period of 9%. These increases have been necessary in order to build a

financial platform with which to finance the Capital Improvement Program (CIP).

Projections made two years ago indicated that a continuation of the 9% per year
increase in rates would be needed for the 1999-2000 period. These projections

assumed that revenues would grow somewhat faster than 9% per year because of

increases in water sales. The revised forecast of sales (and indeed the past two years

of sales data) indicates that water sales are flat without any growth. In effect, part of the

proposed increase in rates is to make up for the revenues that would have been

generated through sales growth.

The proposed increase in rates would generate $87.2 million in 1999
( $8.3 above what

current rates would generate) and $96.5 million in 2000 ($17.4 million above what

current rates would generate). Part of the revenue increase is needed to cover

increases in operating costs but the bulk of the increase is needed to finance the CIP.

The CIP includes continued funding for the several large projects (Tolt Filtration Plant,

the Cedar Treatment Facility, the Tolt 2 Pipeline, and the Reservoir Covering Program).

The CIP also includes some basic infrastructure programs such as watermain

replacements and seismic strengthening as well as some new initiatives such as the

I%for Conservation program.

contract so it is expected that the expenditure rate in the next several years will also be

high.

As in the past, the budget includes some appropriation authority-for the Tacoma Project

but the rate increase provides no financial capability for this project beyond that which

is needed for environmental assessments, on-going planning, and preliminary design.

Similarly, no rate revenue is provided for the HCP.

The size of rate increase is structured around the water fund's financial targets relating

to net income, debt service coverage, and cash funding of the CIP. With the proposed
rate increase, the water fund's projected net income and debt service coverage

performance will be appreciably above target - but the cash funding of the CIP will be

slightly below target in 1999 and 2000.

The Proposed Ordinance

The attached ordinance would increase rates for all customer classes-purveyors as

well as direct service customers. Because so much of the CIP over the next two years

is focused on the Tolt system (which is used predominately by purveyors), purveyors
will see a higher than average rate increase in both years. The proposed increase for

purveyors is 13.8% per year while the proposed increase for direct service customers is

9.2% in 1999 and 8.9% In 2000. Residential direct service rates will increase 7.3% in

1999 and 8.9% in 2000. For a typical residential customer, the monthly water bill which

now runs $14.65 per month will increase by $1.09 in 1999 and by an additional $1.41

per month in 2000.

The ordinance also includes revisions of credits for qualified low-income customers

because the credits are based on the rates themselves, and therefore change as the

rates change. A provision is also included which clarifies the imposition of delinquent

water charges and provides consistency across collection of SPU funds billed on the

Combined Utility Billing System (CUBS).

I recommend the Council take favorable action on this ordinance.

E. Wholesale Customers -- Demand Charge. In addition to the foregoing, each municipal

water district. other municipality, and nonprofit water association being served prior to

January 1, 1970, shall be subject to a demand charge based on effective deficient water

storage, as determined by the peak instantaneous flow rate, and the equivalent financing

costs to provide storage.
